Other Charges:
· $40 (inc GST) accompanies the Application for Admission.  This covers administration costs.
· The Enrolment Deposit is $250 (inc GST) repayable on request at the time of leaving School when it will be credited to the family account and any credit balance refunded.
· The School Association Fee (exempt GST) is $30 per year per family.
· The Fees Insurance Scheme is available – on request.
· The Old Girls Association Life Membership Fee is $150.00 and is charged during the final year at school.
· The Boarding Deposit (inc GST) is $250. This deposit is held until the student leaves School when it will be credited to the family account and any credit balance refunded.

Donations and other fees are subject to an annual review by the Board of Trustees and the Proprietor’s Board.

Additional Student specific costs;
Disbursements cover all School and Boarding costs including stationery, trips, camps, extra uniforms (sports), canteen, and classroom requirements. These vary between year levels. As a guide, the estimate for School costs is $2,000 per year and for Boarding costs an additional $900 per year.


Terms of Payment
The attendance dues and donations are payable prior to the commencement of the term to which they apply.  Disbursements and charges are payable during the 4th week of the month.  

Payment Plan Options
The School offers 2 payment plan options.
These plans ensure that attendance dues, donations and disbursements and boarding fees are paid prior to the commencement of the term to which they apply.
a) Fixed or equal monthly payments  OR
b) Balance of the previous month’s family statement.

The School assists families with their budgeting of payments by accepting a plan of fixed or equal monthly amounts.
In January an additional payment is generally required to put the family statement balance in credit for term 1.

Method of Payment
The preferred method of payment is Direct Debit.  

Notice of Withdrawal or Discontinuance
One full term’s notice of withdrawal from School or Boarding must be given in writing to the Principal except for Year 13 students at the end of the academic year.

One full term’s notice of discontinuance of extra tuition [e.g. music lessons or speech and drama] must be given in writing to the Commercial Manager.

A student who relinquishes a boarding place does not automatically retain her place in the day school.

Payment Plan Options

The School prefers all families to pay by direct debit.  We offer 2 payments plan options as detailed below.  Please contact the Commercial Manager to arrange suitable alternatives.

These plans ensure that attendance dues, donations and disbursements and boarding fees are paid prior to the commencement of the term to which they apply.

In January of the first year at Dio, an additional payment is generally required to put the family statement balance in credit for term 1.

In subsequent years the January amount will be the monthly amount - $700. 
The family statement balance by the end of January should be in credit sufficient to cover term 1. An additional payment may be required.

In the first year, the January payment plus 9 monthly payments equal the year’s attendance dues, donations and disbursements (and boarding fees, if applicable). The monthly payments for the last 2 months together with the January monthly payment should be sufficient to cover term 1.


OPTION 2:  Balance of the previous month’s family statement

Each family statement will be sent out prior to a payment being deducted.  Any queries or disputes can be addressed with the accounts office at the school prior to the payment being deducted.  All payments are made during the 4th week of the month. 


Method of Payment

The preferred method of payment is Direct Debit.

Attendance Dues, Donations, Boarding fees and Disbursements

The Attendance Dues, Donations, and Boarding Fees are as per the current Financial Schedule.

Disbursements cover all School and Boarding costs including stationery, trips, camps, uniforms, canteen, and classroom requirements. These vary between year levels. As a guide, the estimate for School costs is $2,000 per year and for Boarding costs an additional $900 per year.
